Smoky Mountain National Park can offer. Divided
between North Carolina and Tennessee, a blue smoke-
like haze almost always hangs over the mountains;

Our first stop is Cherokee, North
Carolina where the Cherokee Indian Reservation is
occupied by members of the Cherokee Indians who have
made this area and the Smokies their home for centuries.

This 250
room French Chateau is a real life wonder, where we
learn about the families who lived and worked here.
Discover the mastery of landscape design through acres
of beautiful Gardens and grounds. At the new Antler
Hill Village delight in free Wine tasting and tour of
the Winery. We find our lodging at the Doubletree
Biltmore hotel.

7Today we visit the only tea plantation in the

oldest thing - living or man-made -
east of the Rockies, Angel Oak isa ="
live oak tree aged approximately
1,500 years. The old port town of
Beaufort, SC, is about as Southern
as it gets. It’s tucked off the beaten
path on the banks of the Intra-
Coastal Waterway. Enjoy a horse
and carriage ride through this town
of historic antebellum homes and
narrow oak-lined streets. In addition enjoy shopping
at the art galleries, antique shops and modern
boutiques that dot the entire downtown and uptown
walking districts. We find our hotel in Savannah for
the next two nights.

of Savannah’s Historic District. You will ride

along cobblestone paved streets beneath moss-
draped oaks and experience the “Old South” with her
stately mansions, beautiful squares, romantic riverfront
and abundance of artifacts. Your afternoon is free to
explore as your trolley pass is valid throughout the day.

1 Otour, which also travels to the Ninth Ward,
one of many New Orleans neighborhoods
devastated by Katrina. Under the shady oak trees of

Esplanade Avenue, retrace the route taken by carriages
of yesteryear. After visiting the unique above-ground
cemetery, it’s on to Lake Pontchartrain. Follow the path
of St. Charles Avenue past Tulane and Loyola
Universities, across from Audubon Park, and the Garden
District. Experience great food and entertainment with
a Jazz Brunch at the famous Court of Two Sisters
restaurants. This afternoon we visit the National
WWII Museum.

Whitney Plantation. You will learn the

history of the Plantation and Slavery in
Louisiana. Our next stop is the Famous Oak Alley
Plantation. No other visual experience in America
better exemplifies the “Old South” than Oak Alley’s
spectacular quarter-mile colonnade of centuries-old live
Oaks framing her classic antebellum mansion.

a Southern Lunch at Oak Alley. We find our lodging
for the next two nights at the Natchez Grand Hotel.

A local guide joins us to share the history of
1 2Natchez, we see how cotton planters lived
when cotton was king and money flowed
freely, as we tour some of
the beautiful antebellum
mansions. Thirty antebellum g8
mansions, most of them Ig
private residences, open their =
doors to visitors. Your guides IS
are costumed family friends
and descendants of the original owners, whose stories
are as real as the bricks and mortar in their hearths. Each
house is unique with 18th and 19th century furnishings,
porcelain, silver, clothing, tools, documents and diaries.
Enjoy a Carriage Ride this afternoon before dinner at
the famous Magnolia Hall.
